MAINTENANCE AND ARCHITECTURAL VIOLATIONS

 The Board of Directors has agreed to take a tougher position with regards to the enforcement of the CC&Rs and Board R&Rs.  With home values up and a lot of buying and selling going on, there have been several complaints about deteriorating landscaping, structural conditions, and unfinished projects. If you have not maintained your landscaping (dead grass, weeds, etc.) or your house structure, walls, and/or fencing is in need of repairs or painting, you may be served with a violation letter.  This will serve as a reminder to the homeowner that certain actions must be taken within a reasonable amount of time or a fine could be imposed if not corrected. As a reminder, if you are considering any new construction, painting, or planting new landscaping, please make sure that you consult with the Architectural Committee before you begin your work.  This is required as specified in the CC&Rs.  Approval must be obtained before work can begin.
HOMEOWNERS DUES

So far this year there have been six homes that were identified as delinquent with homeowner dues. The Association can and will place a Lien on your property for failure to pay your association dues. However, we do understand certain situations can arise which result in dues outstanding. If you contact any Board member, or our management company, to formulate a plan we can avoid legal and court costs being charged to the homeowner. However, you must take action within the first 25 days of a new quarter or a late assessment is automatically placed on your account.  Since the Association is charged $45.00 immediately and does not get reimbursed until the homeowner pays the delinquency fee, the late charges cannot be reversed.  Please bear in mind that the Association is composed of all of the homeowners and if special concessions are made to one homeowner then everyone pays for it.
