Spring is Here!
Yes, it will be here sooner than you realize, so we are going to help you out with a few reminders:
Number 1
With all of the rain that we had during December, the weeds have been growing at an unbelievable pace. That means, of course, that the homeowners along Janetta Way that back up to the hillside need to have the weeds cut back for fire prevention.  The homeowners along Wicks need to take a look at the tops of their hills also and get rid of the weeds and tumbleweeds as those pose a fire hazard. The homeowners along Clybourn should also look at the backs of their yards that run adjacent to the easement as that area has not been cleaned for some time. If you have a swale crossing your property, we strongly recommend cleaning any debris from it as well as any culverts which take the water to the street. In no way should a swale be barricaded or blocked in any fashion as it could cause flooding in your yard or a neighbor’s yard! Please take responsibility to assure proper drainage.
Number 2
All homeowners should take a real critical look at their homes from the street and evaluate the paint, whether it is chipped, cracked, or faded, the landscaping, whether it needs some new plants or just a good dose of fertilizer, and whether or not the lawn is mowed and edged regularly. Many fences are getting old and need to be replaced. Often times you can split the cost with a neighbor which certainly helps. We are now into February, so the Christmas lights can come down now.
Number 3
 If you plan on doing any remodeling, repainting, or something that would change the exterior appearance of your home, please fill out an architectural request form and submit it to any member of the Board of Directors. It is better to plan ahead and have the ACC approve your upgrade before starting any work.

10100 HELEN AVENUE DEVELOPMENT
At the hearing recently a request for change in zoning was taken by the hearing officer. It was explained that the developer had the right to request one of two types of zones and nothing could stop that process.  The developer opted to request RA20 which would mean that the lot sizes would be 20,000 sq ft as opposed to the smaller size of 17,000+ sq ft. In addition, he stated that he planned on building 8 homes instead of the original 12. There were a number of homeowners from Terhune present, but only 2 from SH Estates.
